Louisiana Commissioner of Financial Institutions John Ducrest 
Elected Chairman-Elect of Bank Supervisors Group

BOSTON - The Conference of State Bank Supervisors (CSBS) announced today that Louisiana Commissioner of Financial Institutions John P. Ducrest was elected chairman-elect for 2010-2011.

As chairman-elect, he will automatically assume the chairmanship in May 2011. The election took place at CSBS's 109th annual meeting in Boston, Mass.

Ducrest has served as Louisiana Commissioner of Financial Institutions (OFI) since his initial appointment in June 2004. Louisiana Governor Bobby Jindal announced his reappointment on January 10, 2008.  As commissioner, Ducrest manages all activities of OFI, which is responsible for the supervision of various entities that provide financial services to individuals and businesses in Louisiana. The office is divided into three major divisions based on general types of institutions regulated: the Depository Institutions Division, the Non-Depository Services Division and the Securities Division.

Ducrest has been with the Office of Financial Institutions for 25 years. From 1985 to 1994, he was a financial examiner. In 1994, Ducrest was named deputy chief examiner of OFI.

Ducrest is a 1984 graduate of the University of Louisiana at Lafayette, with a Bachelor of Science degree in Business Administration. He is a 1994 graduate of the Graduate School of Banking at Louisiana State University. Ducrest is a Certified Public Accountant, a Certified Fraud Examiner, and a Certified Examinations Manager. His professional affiliations include the Louisiana Society of Certified Public Accountants, the American Institute of Certified Public Accountants and the Society of Certified Fraud Examiners.

Ducrest just completed a term as vice chairman on the CSBS Board of Directors Executive Committee. He previously served as chairman of the CSBS Legislative Committee.
